Framing Art:
We have found that attaching your elephant art to stretcher bars or your hand built wooden frame is best done with either a good white glue or wood glue.  Lay the art on a clean surface and then use a little glue along one edge.  Use glue only along the outside edge, it will dry fast.  Then pull the art tight and glue the opposite side the same way.  Let dry for a few minutes.  Then repeat for the top and bottom edge.  Be sure to pull the paper gently while gluing.  (Don't over-do it and rip it.)  I usually trim the excess paper along the back edge with a razor knife and then cut with scissors into the corners and fold one edge over hiding one staple near the corner.  Let dry.  If your paper/art has too much slack in it after framing  (not stretched well) I have found two things that work well.  Since EDP paper is basically thousands of bits of separate pieces of paper it is susceptible to manipulation.  You can actually tighten your art framing work by applying a steam iron (lightly & carefully) to the back of the art.  Another technique I have used with great success is to spray a fine mist of water to the back of the art after framing.   I use a spray bottle that is bought at a local hardware, but you can probably use a Windex type bottle if it is cleaned out and still produces a fine mist of water.  Go easy and light.  Don't over-do it.  After applying a fine mist set your art aside to dry or even put in the sun, but in a protected area.  If tightening has not occurred try moistening once more.  Print these directions and give to your expert framer.

No guarantees of success are implied with these directions although they have been used repeatedly with good success.  Good care is a must while following directions.
